The UC Irvine School of Medicine is located in Orange County between Los Angeles ance§anAdeas of research emphasis
include: neurosciences, oncology, cardiovascular and pulmonary diseases, medical imaging, infectious diseases, moggular biol
and human genetics.

The School of Medicine has two main campuses, in Irvine and Orange.dWstlidents spend the majority of the first two years on
the Irvine campus and the third andifih years in Orange where the main clinical facilities are located. A new teaching facility on
the Irvine campus is under construction with a scheduled compldtite of November 2009. This medical education building will
include a statef-the-art telemedicine training center, a clinical simulation laboratory, and clinical skills center. Students will utilize
digitally controlled, fultbody simulators in opefriag-room and traumaoom settings, and the telédeo room will allow students to
observe medicine practiced at distant locations withtieed ability to communicate with clinical instructors. The new UC Irvine
Medical Center, the main clinical teachifagility, opened in Orange in the winter of 2009.

CURRICULUM

The UC Ivine School of Medicine curriculum continues to meet the changing needs of medical education within all four years
instruction. The UC Irvine School of Medicine is dedicated to the nurturing of humanistic, caring physicians with-theget
clinical expertise and skills.

In addition to the basic sciences in the first two years, substantial clinical material has been integrated into thendhnocigh the
development of the Clinical Foundations course. In the first year, students work witardiaed patients to develop interview and
physical examination skills. These clinical skills are further strengthened in the second year by working in the comthunity w
patients. In addition, clinically oriented courses are designed to complement thialmatesred in basic science courses. During the
clinical years, students rotate through the core clinical services of internal medicine, family medicine, surgery, cbsletrics

No
specific major is required; however, demonstrated ability in the sciences is of great importance. In addition, applezhrisedte

take advantage of the intellectumaturation afforded by a wetbunded liberal arts education. English, the humanities, the social and
behavioral sciences are considered particularly important.

The Medical College Admission Test (MCAT), http://www.aamc.org/students/mcat/start.heguised. The MCAT must be taken
within three years of applicationp later than September of the year prior to matriculation.

SELECTION FACTORS

The UCI School of Medicine seeks to admit students who are highly qualified to be trained in the pracédiiokenand whose
backgrounds, talents, and experiences contribute to a diverse student body. The Admissions Committee carefully review:
applicants whose academic record and MCAT scores indicate that they will be able to handle the rigorous noedicatrsailum.
Careful consideration is given to applicants from disathged backgrounds (i.edisadvantaged through social, cultural, and/or
economic conditions). In addition to scholastic achievement, attributes deemed desirable in prospectigeratiudinleadership
ability and participation in extracurricular activities, such as clinical and/or medically retgedrch experience, andmmunity
service.

Information provided by the AMCAS application is used for preliminary screening. Baseéecions reached by the Admissions
Committee, applicants may be sent a secondary application. Applicants receiving a secondary application are asked to st
additional materials which include a minimum of three letters of recommendation, supplemémtalation forms, and a
nonrefundable application fee. Upon further review by the Admissions Committee, approximately 500 of those applicantsaeceivi
secondary application will be invited to interview. Regional interviews are not available. Prefargingenito California residents

In 1997 the National Cancer Institute (NCI) designated the University of California, Irvine (UCI) Cancer Center as
"comprehesive cancer center," making it one of only four Nfgkignated comprehensive cancer centers in California.
Located on the UCI Medical Center campus, the Chao Family Comprehensive Cancer Center is affiliated with
College of Medicine at the University @alifornia, Irvine. As a universitpased facility, it offers the expertise of a
scientific community that has earned an international reputation for its work in the prevention, diagnosis and treatmer
cancer.

By combining the efforts of researchemyrgeons, radiation oncologists, medical oncologists, pathologists, nurses
rehabilitation therapists, pharmacists, social workers and dietitians, the Center draws on its many resources to a
cancer on all levels. After a comprehensive clinical evalonatising a wide range of advanced technoliogijuding
magnetic resonance imaging (MRI), CT scans, fiberoptic endoscemmysXand biopsieshe Center's cancer specialists
pinpoint the extent of the problem and identify appropriate therapies. A wide odradvanced treatment methods are
used including surgery, radiation therapy, immunotherapy and bone marrow transplant. Working closely with patie
and families, the team presents all treatment options and encourages questions. One of the teayjnasmajtr help
people confront their fears and adopt a proactive attitude toward the disease.

The joint M.D/MBA program is offered in-br 6-year programs. It is aimed at individuals who

are exceptional inkality and motivation and who seek a career as physicians with major
responsibility for administration and management in health care organizations and institutions.
Students in this program pursue a combined curriculum leading to an M.D. degree from the
Sdhool of Medicine and an MBA from the Graduate School of Management.

Students must be currently enrolled in the M.D. program in order to apply to the combined
M.D./MBA program. During their second or third year of medical school, interested students
submitan application to the Graduate School of Management Admissions Committee, after
review by the School of Medicine. Final acceptance to the program is granted by the Graduate
School of Management, and MBA. Course work begins following completion of thenttid

third year of medical school. Students should be aware that enrollment in the M.D. program
does not guarantee acceptance into the MBA program.

Students must also complete three years of medical school training, in good standing, and pass
USMLE Stepl to be considered for entry into the program. The MCAT currently serves as a
waiver for the GMAT entrance examination usually required for application to graduate for
each program. The total number of units required to graduate for each program daesl satisf
separately in the M.D./MBA joint program.

The UCI Medical Scientist Training Program (MSTP) is an NIH funded program to support
students during their education leading to the combination of M.D. and Ph.D. degrees. Its
purpose is to train individuals who can understand contribute to advances in research, and
can also apply those advances to the field of medical care. The combination of clinical training
leading to the M.D. degree with research training leading to the Ph.D. degree is a way to
educate scientists whaie apply laboratory results to the problems of clinical medicine.

We have structured the MSTP at the University of California, Irvine to incorporate the greatest
diversity of training and to allow the greatest flexibility of scheduling. We believe thdiest

way to train individuals who can understand and apply the latest research results is to combine a
solid medical education with in depth research training in a specialized field. Since advances in
medicine today can come from any of a wide varidtfiedds of research, students in the UCI

MSTP can pursue their Ph.D. studies in any graduate program at the university. Our graduate
programs include all of the Medical School departments, all of the Biological Sciences
departments, and graduate program&hemistry, Physics, Engineering, Computer Sciences,

and Social Ecology, to name just a few. In addition, students can choose to pursue their
research in an interdepartmental program, such as the program in Molecular Biology, Genetics
and Biochemistrythe Beckman Laser Institute or the Research Imaging Center. Since each area
of study has different requirements, we have also tried to incorporate as much flexibility as
possible into the program. Some students choose to begin their studies with thastevo b
science years of medical school, some choose to begin with graduate courses and research, and
some have integrated medical school courses and research throughout their graduate career.
The goal of an M.D./Ph.D. program is to train individuals wholwath carry out research and

apply that research to patient care, and we are trying to develop in our students the skills needed
to integrate the two different worlds.

These are our goals, but the primary determinants of our success in developing medical
scientists are the abilities and dedication of our students. The UCI MSTP currently consists of
32 students carrying out their research in eight different departments. Our graduates have
accepted residencies and faculty positions at some of the masgiptessmedical institutions

in the country. In the future, we hope to expand our program and to develop new areas of
training, such as an interdepartmental program in biomedical engineering. We also hope to
more tightly integrate the medical school lbastience curriculum with the course requirements

for graduate study. In this way, we will meet the needs of our current and future students, and
we will more effectively educate individuals to ultimately make significant contributions to the
future advanes of medicine.

Application Process
Highly qualified students who have the required academic background, substantial research
experience, and a strong commitment to a career in biomedical research will be considered for
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the Medical Scientist Training &gram (MSTP). In applying for the program, students must
meet the admission requirements of both the College of Medicine and the Office of Research
and Graduate Studies. Medical College Admission Test (MCAT) scores are required, although
Graduate Record¥am (GRE) scores are not. The UCI MSTP strives for diversity, and non
residents of California are encouraged to apply, and are considered equivalently to residents.

Medical school applicants interested in the MSTP should notify the School of Medicine
Admissions Office of their intent at the time they apply to the College of Medicine, and must
complete a supplemental application form. Applications are reviewed by the MSTP Admissions
Committee, which consists of the program director and representativeghieoparticipating
graduate departments. Applicants do not need to select a specific graduate department at the
time of admission, but it is advantageous to have selected a field of study. Students who are
currently enrolled in either the School of Medigior in a graduate program and who seek to
become M.D./Ph.D. candidates must also apply to the Committee. Students who already hold
either degree are not eligible for the joint program.

Applications are reviewed promptly and notification of acceptascenade at the earliest
possible date. Because the admissions process operates on a rolling acceptance basis, it is to
your advantage to have your application complete as early as possible. Applicants not accepted
into the MSTP will still be considered facceptance into the School of Medicine according to
standard admission procedures.

Over the past few years, students admitted to the MSTP have had undergraduate grade point
averages ranging from 3.6 to 4.0 and MCAT scores ranging from 11 to 14 injalitsubAll

current M.D:-Ph.D. students have had substantial research experience as undergraduates or had
completed master's degree programs before entering.

Pediatrics Clinic

The Children's tinic (TCC) is a communitypased pediatric clinic at Long Beach Memorial Medical
Center. Volunteers come in one evening every other week to assess vital statistics, the chief complaint
and perform a variety of diagnostic tests. Students are also enabtwagiiow their patients into the
examination room to observe the attending physician perform the history and physical. This is an
excellent opportunity to begin developing basic clinical skills, to practice your medical Spanish (though
no prior experiace is required) and to see how a pediatric practice is run.

The Ride-Along Program (RAP) |

This is a great program that allows studeto obtain a lot of clinical exposure to procedures in a pre
hospital setting. Students will riddong with paramedic ambulances that respond to 911 calls in the

This is a great opportunity to find out about
pre-hospital care and improve your clinical skills, such as patient history, vital signs, EKG reading, pre
hospital medical management, and youyneaen get to perform CPR. You will be responding to
emergency calls, so please be advised of safety precautions on scenes of traffic accidents, etc. This
experience is what you make of it. If you would like to just observe, then you may, but the nage han

on experience you get, the more comfortable you will feel on your clinical services and PD courses and
the better time you will have. Do not pass this opportunity up! It has no mandatory time commitment,
and is completely voluntary. You just call andrsiup for the weekday that is most convenient to you,
and show up and have a blast! This program occurs all year long, with an orientation lunch each Fall
be on the loolout!
